POSITION

Curriculum 

We provide education on the basis of Accelerated Christian Education curriculum supplemented by adapted State Education subjects. 

All curricula should reinforce the Christian philosophy and values we espouse. 

Family Participation in the College Community 

We create an environment where parents are active participants in the learning experiences of their child/ren. This can manifest in participation in: 

· The classroom, 

· The Parents and Friends Association,

· Working bees, 

· Special projects conducted by the College, 

· Parent information nights, and 

· Various celebratory functions held throughout the year

Homework 

It is expected that students will only have homework if they are unable to complete their daily PACE goals or are working on Assessment pieces such as projects.  Students are expected to be responsible for the completion of their homework in a timely manner and to present it to the classroom teacher for checking the morning following the day it is set.  Consistently uncompleted homework without a note of explanation from a parent/carer will result in the student being placed on lunchtime detention to enable them to complete the required tasks.

Individual Education Plans (IEP)

We provide individualised educational plans for each student to facilitate learning directed to their individual needs. 

Student Management – discipline 

Students are expected to comply with directions given by teachers, staff and volunteer helpers and to do so in a respectful manner.  Any student who conducts themselves in an inappropriate manner will be placed under disciplinary action in line with the College Discipline Policy.  Parents will be advised by phone or letter if this becomes necessary.
