POLICY


The College will respect the rights of various copyright organisations to charge fees for the use of copywritten works and agrees to pay a subscription to access works that are under copyright law.

2.0
SCOPE


All staff, students, parents, volunteers and members of the College community who wish to reproduce copyright material.

3.0
PROCEDURE


The College will pay annual subscription fees for the various copyright institutions either through Christian Schools Australia (CSA) or The Association of Independent Schools of Queensland Inc. (AISQ).


This gives the College the right to reproduce by means of photocopying a certain portion (Usually no greater than 10% of the total) of particular materials for educational purposes.  If a person wishing to photocopy any copyright material is unsure as to the amount they may copy they should see the College Administrator or refer to the Copyright Law.


Any student wishing to photocopy material must ask a staff member to copy the material for them and may only do so for the following reasons:

· Research for projects;

· Overhead transparencies for projects;

· Overhead transparencies for worship and band practice;

· Music for singing or instrumental lessons as directed by the teacher.
