POLICY

The College will provide competitive private education fees. All fees income generated will be utilised to enhance the provision of Christian Education.

Our desire is to ensure that all Christian families have access to quality Christian Education especially those families who are most disadvantaged in our community. For this reason, fees reductions and waivers are offered to families who are economically disadvantaged. 

As a general rule, fees reduction and waivers will be traded off in return for reasonable volunteer work performed for the College and/or other benefits to the College.

Fees 

College fees are set at the following rates:

Preschool



$112.20/month or $1122/per year

Primary

1 child


$145.95/month with no discount



2 children

$291.90/month less a discount of $29.19



3 children

$437.85/month less a discount of $87.57



4 or more children
$583.80/month less a discount of $233.52

Secondary
1 child


$165.95/month with no discount



2 children

$311.90/month less a discount of  $29.19



3 children

$457.85/month less a discount of $87.57



4 or more children
$603.80/month less a discount of $233.52

The fees will be reviewed by the Board of Governance on an annual basis at their December planning meeting

Any increase should not exceed the CPI. 

Educational Costs not included in fees

Fees are charged equivalent to the cost of learning and associated resources used in the Education of each child.  

As a general rule, extra activities including sport, art/craft supplies and excursions will not be included in School fees. These are charged at a rate decided for each activity.

Payment of Fees 

Annual Fees are paid in one of three ways –

· Up-front at the beginning of the School year

· Monthly, in advance on the basis of an invoice

· Monthly, in advance on a direct debit basis

Payment of annual fees in full, at the beginning of the School will attract a 10% discount. 

Fee Reductions and Waivers

Reductions and waivers of fees come about when:

· Families enrol more than one student in the School

· Families can prove financial hardship 

More than one Student

Annual Fees discounts occur when a family has more than one child attending the School. Fee discount on these occasions, will be offered as a matter of course at the enrolment interview.  

Financial Hardship 

Fee reductions and waivers can occur to assist a family who are experiencing financial hardship.

Usually, fee reductions or waivers for financial hardship would come with an obligation for the family to make a voluntary contribution to the operation of the School. Volunteer policy applies to families who are fulfilling their obligation. 

In determining the Family’s eligibility for financial hardship, the Principal or designate will meet with the family to determine the extent of their financial difficulties. In some cases, financial counselling may be required. The College shall refer the family to a person experienced to undertake financial counselling. 

Once the family’s financial position is determined, the Principal or designate and the family will negotiate duties equivalent to the amount of the fee reduction or waiver.
