Staff

It is the responsibility of staff to:

· Attend to any child injured during the course of normal College activities 

· Administer appropriate first-aid or ensure that it is administered if required.
· Ensure that parents are contacted if necessary
· Complete an Incident Report.

Staff will not be expected to supervise students in the playground before or after school.

Students

Are expected to:

· Follow instructions of staff, parents and volunteers given for their safety and well-being.

· Report accidents and injuries to staff or responsible adult.

· Follow College Rules regarding health and safety.
