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Senior Program 2012
Students shall study in their designated year level, within a composite Year 11-12 class.  CQCC endeavours to offer a course of study that provides relevant, meaningful learning experiences with a Biblical world view.  
Year 11-12 Subject Choice

In considering subject choice, students should consider the options that they would like to have available to them after leaving school, and the course of study that is best suited to their interests and abilities.  These decisions should be made prayerfully with the help of parents.

Compulsory Subject
· Biblical Studies is compulsory for all students except for those who need to attend their workplace as part of a school-based traineeship or apprenticeship.
A choice between two streams of study are offered:
- General Biblical Studies, for students exploring the Christian faith.
- Missions Training, for students preparing to share their faith with others.

Considering University?
There are three ways to gain entrance to university:

1. Choose a course of study that will provide an OP score (Overall Position). This is the ranking system used by universities to place students in courses. This is the way most senior students gain entrance to university. 
2. Alternate Entry. Not every school offers a course of study that provides an OP score. Students that study these ‘non-standard’ subjects must apply alternate entry and are evaluated on a case by case basis. They will need to sit a SAT test or the STAT test. This is a common path of entry for students who are graduating from the ACE program. While it is widely accepted by many universities including CQU, there are some specialised courses that do not recognise it.
3. Certificate IV. This TAFE level qualification is considered equivalent of Year 12.  A student engaged in vocational training does not have to rule out a future in University.

If a student is considering university, they should choose Authority Subjects that are able to contribute to an OP score. Students must also choose courses that meet the subject prerequisites for their tertiary preferences.
Authority Subjects are based on syllabuses that have been approved and issued by the Queensland Studies Authority.  To be eligible for an OP, students must study 20 semester units of Authority subjects, including at least three subjects for four semesters each, and sit the QCS Test. Normally a student will obtain 20 semesters units by studying 5 subjects for two years. While it is common to study six subjects for two years with results from the best 5 being used for the OP calculation, CQCC only has 5 on offer at this stage. In its place however, students are advised to consider undertaking a “Start Uni Now” subject at CQU as this provides the student with an advantage in gaining tertiary entrance.

OTHER AUTHORITY SUBJECT OPTIONS
1. Distance Education
Students may enrol in an Authority Subject via a Distance Education school.  Students will study individually.  The Distance Education school will charge a fee of approximately $1,100 per subject.  CQCC will pay for part of the cost of this subject, asking parents to contribute $400.  This mode of study uses progressive assessment over the two years of senior, as a course run in day school does.  Please note, only a couple of subjects are available from a Christian Distance Education school.  Other subjects will be based on a secular world view. Some of the subjects available are:

NEGOTIATED WORK PROGRAM OR PROJECT
A Negotiated Work Program or Project is developed as an agreement between the Parent, Teacher and Student.  This type of educational activity requires students to be motivated and relies on them being able to work well on their own.  The privilege of being able to work in an individualised program requires a greater level of responsibility.  This option needs to be applied for. The College reserves the right to deny a project, especially if the student has not demonstrated an ability to work well on their own. 
Start Uni Now
Central Queensland University provides for and encourages Year 10-12 students to take the opportunity to study some university subjects while still at school.  This has a number of advantages:

· see if you like a course before taking it up after school.

· gain credit for your Year 12 Certificate while gaining credit for a degree at the same time.

· if you successfully pass a subject, you are automatically given a place in that course when you leave school (and other prerequisites are satisfied).

· one University semester's work gains a years credit in High School.

· cost is only $400 per subject compared to thousands later on.
